3 Stimulating a variety of entrepreneurial behaviors’ such as seeking for and 

seizing opportunities, networking, taking initiative, convincing others, and 

making intuitive decisions. This necessitates a diverse set of pedagogical tools. 

 

Objectives of the Event: To encourage the students to take up 

Entrepreneurship and to make to make them aware of the skills required, 

attitude to have to be an entrepreneur and the behavior changes to be made to 

become entrepreneur from a student.
